ASSEMBLING

Remove the plastic stripes
and fasten the plastic cover.

1 Remount the reel on
intended place.

1 Refit the hose stop
and the nozzle.
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Fit the new
spring.
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Refit the washer and
the safety clamp.
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Use the socket head cap spanner
(which comes with the reel) to
tighten the spring. Turn in the
direction of the arrow as shown

in the picture.

Tighten the spring in small steps
and test the coiling operation
gradually. In order to guarantee a
correct damper function the spring
must be tightened enough to make
the hose stop stop against the stop
tube at the reel stand.

Check that the hose can be fully uncoiled
without stretching the spring to its maximum.

Depositing of used spring unit

remelting or handled according to valid deposit rules.
